Liz Bull designs a luxury, spa-style 
sanctuary with grand proportions

Since gaining a degree in Interiors

her innovative approach to space. 

THE BRIEF To create a luxurious sanctuary  

with a spa-style chill-out zone in this large 

Victorian property in London. 

This bathroom was once a small bedroom and en-suite, but its 

owners longed for a relaxing sanctuary where they could spend time 

once their children were in bed. “To make the large space inviting,  

I chose oversized fittings that seem larger than life,” says Liz.  

The creamy travertine tiles were inspired by luxury spa hotels and 

accents of walnut add warmth and contrast. A stunning Guirlande 

chandelier above a freestanding Alessi bath is a dramatic focal point. 

“The owners wanted spotlights but this space could take something 

really spectacular and it really does make the room special,” says Liz.
